2. Make sure the mike is positioned 
so that it will pick you up.  

3. Speak clearly and slowly. Words 
will run together when amplified!  

4. You will normally be responsible 
for the First Lesson, the Psalm, 
and the Second Lesson.  

5. Announcing the Lessons: 
 ñThe (first lesson ) is written in 
(Book of the Bible ), the 

(chapter  number ) chapter, be-
ginning with the ( number ) verse.ò 

6. At the end of the reading:  

 ñThis is the Word of the Lord.ò 
7. Check to see whether the Psalm 
is to be sung or read, and how.  

 Unison : all sing or read together.  
 Responsive : you (or the choir) 
sing or read the odd numbered 

verses and the congregation sings 
or reads the even numbered 
verses.

Antiphonal : Assign two groups 
(pulpit side/ lectern side, men/ 

women, etc.). One group reads/ 
sings odd numbered verses, other 
group reads even numbered 

verses. 
8. Lessons can usually be read ei-
ther from the Celebrate  or from 

the Lesson Book on the pulpit 
(larger type!). If  you need larger 

type, ask to have the Celebrate  
enlarged.
