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From The Pastor.... ; OCTOBER 2011

Dear Friends in Christ:

The month of October makes me think of
Reformation. For Lutherans, The Reformation
is big. It was a very important movement,
and continues to inform our Christian identity.

Of course, when Martin Luther posted his
95 Theses on the door of the Wittenberg
Church in 1517, he had no intention of initiat-
ing a split in the Roman Catholic Church. He
intended to spark a serious debate about the
church’s theology and the impact and theo-
logical implications of its actions.

Unfortunately, the church was en-
snared by the politics of the Holy Roman Em-
pire, not to mention the politics of the
church itself. The church was more inter-
ested in perpetuating itself and its own ideas
than it was in discovering truth or God'’s will.
Since compromise was not an option for basic
faith and doctrine, Luther and his reformation-
minded colleagues were excommunicated
from the Roman Church.

Into this conflicted history, Lutheranism
was born. We must always bear in mind that
Luther never, ever wanted a church named
after himself! While the Reformation was ab-
solutely necessary and was a gift from God, it
remains a sad commentary on our human
nature. We caused a division within Christ’s
Church.

What does the Reformation mean for us
today? Reformation is a continuing process
of re-examination. It means always asking,
“What does this mean?” about any and all
aspects of our faith. We need to continue to
be open to where God is leading us.

To say "I am a Lutheran” means first and
foremost, “I am a Christian.” As a Lutheran, I
am and remain a member of the holy, catho-
lic, apostolic church, along with a/l others
who name Jesus Christ as their Lord and
Savior. To be “catholic” is to be universal,
covering all time and all places. To be apos-
tolic is to be consistent with the faith of the
apostles, who were reformers in their day!

God is not “for Lutherans but against
Catholics or Baptists or Methodists” any more
than he is “for Americans but against Iraqis
or Canadians.” Human nature loves com-
parisons and contrasts, but God continues to
work in and through us, no matter who we
arel

I am a Lutheran, and I am proud to be a
Lutheran. But I am eternally grateful that my
identity as a Lutheran still makes me a part
of God'’s church.
