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 Then, because so many people were coming and going that they did not 

even have a chance to eat, he said to them, óCome with me by yourselves to a 

quiet place and get some rest. (Mark 6:31) 

Sitting on the front porch of the parsonage to study or relax with a 

glass of iced tea can be challenging at timeséthe rush of cars  

pushing on the gas pedal in order to climb the hill, the zooming  

motorcycles, and the continuous parade of tractor trailer trucks that 

gear down as they come over the crest of the hill just as they near 

the driveway makes for a less-than-relaxing atmosphere, an  

atmosphere that does not invite conversation without having to 

raise your voice to the point of yelling or reading with any hopes of 

concentrationé  

And yeté.sitting there, I watch as a yellow butterfly flits from the 

bird bath into the mix of iris leaves and marigolds; a mother robin 

sitting like a soldier of the ñOld Guardò that stand watch over The 

Tomb at Arlington Cemetery ï watching us constantly as we come 

and go with an eye that is unflinching; and, just to my right, a  

goldfinch feasting on thistle from the newly hung ñsockò we hung for 

just that purpose.  Amidst all the noise and chaos, God has given us examples of how to 

live quietly and confidently in the chaos.   

When I watch the headlines flashing across the television screen my heart sinks.  In these 
moments I feel the weight and the sadness of the world; perhaps you feel it too.  And I 
wonder, how can I be like the butterfly or the robin or the goldfinchéhow might I find rest, 
reassurance and confidence in this noisy world and chaos swirling around me?  Where is 
this quiet place where we might find rest for prayer when prayer is so desperately needed? 

When the world is spinning out of control, a stirring and swirling of confusion, turmoil and 
upheaval, there is another voice, another way. Our Lord Jesus has called us to set aside the 
loud shouting, turn off the glaring screens, unplug and find His quiet rest.  HE is the true 
rest our souls are craving.  HE is the true rest our souls need.

He calls us to slow down, to listen to our breathing ï 

the breath breathed into us in our very beginning, and 

to center our thoughts on Him. We donôt have to wait 

until the volume of the noise is turned down or the 

chaos ceases to be (as we wonder if there even is such a 

possibility!). Yes, we CAN pause in the very middle of 

it all, and instead, lift our thoughts to Jesus. ñJesus, 

my Savior, have mercy on me.ò  A simple prayer.   

Quietly, one word at a time, one syllable at a time, He 

invites us to gently focus our hearts on Him - out loud 

or silently in our hearts. 

And what if our thoughts carry us back to the chaos, to 

the worry, to the anxiety?  Jesus invites us again, and 

again, and again.  He will meet us in that place of quiet rest and simple silence. 

What kinds of loud noises are filling your mind right now?   

Jesus invites us, as do I, to take a few momentséyes, right nowéthatôs all it takes. Take a 

breath, and rest with HIM.   

ñJesus, my Savior, have mercy on meé.ò
